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Overview

Research Objectives
Cisco contracted Insight Express to execute an international survey with a focus on the following objectives:

• Explore employee use of company devices, including communication services and devices used, personal activities 
conducted and the extent to which technology and information is shared.

• Assess IT’s perception of employee use of non-IT approved programs and applications, concern for security issues 
and actions taken to prevent or uncover potential security breaches. 

• Understand whether workers are concerned with security as well as how much they perceive themselves exposing 
their company-issued technology devices to risk.

Timing and Sample Qualifications

• This report discusses the findings for 1009 End Users and 1011 IT Decision Makers who completed the online survey between 
July 16 – August 4, 2008. 

• The survey was translated into local languages and fielded in the following 10 countries:

• Respondents were screened to meet the following criteria:

a. Adults (22+)

b. Employed

c. Does not work for a company in the Market Research or nonprofit Industry

d. Aware of approximately how many people their company employs at all locations worldwide

e. End Users: Is a non-IT professional

f. IT Decision Makers: Have some influence in purchasing and policy decisions
