If the parameter flushissetto Z_ SYNC_FLUSH, all pending output is
flushed to the output buffer and the output is aligned on a byte boundary, so
that the decompressor can get all input data available so far. (In
particular avail_inis zero after the call if enough output space has been
provided before the call.) Flushing may degrade compression for some
compression algorithms and so it should be used only when necessary. This
completes the current deflate block and follows it with an empty stored
block
that isthree bits plusfiller bits to the next byte, followed by four bytes
(00 00 ff ff).

If flushissetto Z PARTIAL_FLUSH, al pending output is flushed to the
output buffer, but the output is not aligned to a byte boundary. All of the
input data so far will be available to the decompressor, asfor Z SYNC _FLUSH.
This completes the current deflate block and follows it with an empty fixed
codes block that is 10 bitslong. This assures that enough bytes are output
in order for the decompressor to finish the block before the empty fixed code
block.

If flushissetto Z BLOCK, adeflate block is completed and emitted, as
for Z_SYNC_FLUSH, but the output is hot aligned on a byte boundary, and up to
seven hits of the current block are held to be written as the next byte after
the next deflate block is completed. In this case, the decompressor may not
be provided enough hits at this point in order to complete decompression of
the data provided so far to the compressor. It may need to wait for the next
block to be emitted. Thisisfor advanced applications that need to control
the emission of deflate blocks.

If flushissetto Z FULL_FLUSH, all output is flushed as with
Z_SYNC_FLUSH, and the compression state is reset so that decompression can
restart from this point if previous compressed data has been damaged or if
random accessisdesired. UsingZ FULL_FLUSH too often can seriously degrade
compression.

If deflate returns with avail_out == 0, this function must be called again
with the same value of the flush parameter and more output space (updated
avail_out), until the flush is complete (deflate returns with non-zero
avail_out). Inthecaseof aZz FULL _FLUSH or Z_ SYNC_FLUSH, make sure that
avail_out is greater than six to avoid repeated flush markers due to
avail_out == 0 on return.

If the parameter flush is set to Z_FINISH, pending input is
processed,
pending output is flushed and deflate returnswith Z STREAM_END if there was
enough output space; if deflate returnswith Z_OK, this function must be
called again with Z_FINISH and more output space (updated avail _out) but no
more input data, until it returnswith Z STREAM_END or an error.

The strategy parameter is used to tune the compression algorithm. Usethe
valueZ DEFAULT_STRATEGY for normal data, Z FILTERED for data produced by a
filter (or predictor), Z HUFFMAN_ONLY to force Huffman encoding only (no
string match), or Z_RLE to limit match distances to one (run-length
encoding). Filtered data consists mostly of small values with a somewhat
random distribution. In this case, the compression algorithm is tuned to
compress them better. The effect of Z_FILTERED isto force more Huffman
coding and less string matching; it is somewhat intermediate between
Z DEFAULT_STRATEGY and Z_ HUFFMAN_ONLY. Z_RLE isdesigned to be amost as
fast asZ HUFFMAN_ONLY, but give better compression for PNG image data.

For the developers and authors' protection, the GPL clearly explains
that there is no warranty for this free software. For both users and
authors' sake, the GPL requires that modified versions be marked as
changed, so that their problems will not be attributed erroneously to
authors of previous versions.
