Step-by-Step Procedure
 
  Step 1. Log in to the web configuration utility, and choose Administration>System Settings. The System Settings page opens:

  Step 2. In the System Location field, enter a character value that corresponds to the physical location of the switch.
 
  Step 3. In the System Contact field, enter a character value that corresponds to the name of the contact person.
 
  Step 4. In the Host Name field choose one of these two options: 
 
  • Use Default — Allows you to use the default switch name.
 
  • User Defined — Allows you to enter a name in the field to assign to the switch.
 
  Step 5. In the Login Banner field, enter the text that you wish to display on the Login page.
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  Step 6. (Optional) Click Preview to view the typed text. Close the preview window.
 
  Step 7. Click Apply in the System Settings page to save the configuration.
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
