Do not use quotation marks around a
string or the string will include the quotation marks.

Optional elements appear in square brackets.

{xlylz}

Alternative keywords are grouped in braces and
separated by vertical bars.

[xlylz]

Optional alternative keywords are grouped in brackets
and separated by vertical bars.

Angle brackets are used to indicate the following:

* For arguments where the context does not allow
italic, such as ASCII output.

* A character string that the user enters but that
does not appear on the window such as a
password.

The key labeled Control is represented in screen
displays by the symbol ”. For example, the screen
instruction to hold down the Control key while you
press the D key appears as "D.
